American Sign Language | (2 of 2) continue to explore introductory concepts in American Sign Language (ASL).
The course builds on the first half to guide students in how to communicate on a variety of basic subjects,
including with food items, directions, store interactions, job roles, health topics, and plans built around
schedules and times. The course also highlights more details about Deaf culture, the history of ASL, and the
general rules and concepts needed for communicating effectively through sign language, including classifiers
and specific grammar rules.
